Last month our presenter was Robert Jamason, who gave us a great presentation of using your computer as 
a recording studio machine. He promised us some further information by e-mail which I duplicate for you now 
in its entirety:

As I’m sure you’ve noticed by now, I like to give you tools to help optimize your PC experience. However,  
always be aware that any advice or suggestions must be on a “use at your own risk, buyer/user beware  
basis”. 
Today I’d like to tell you about a site www.tweakguides.com . Click on system guides, then click “The Tweak 
Guides Tweaking Companion”. Here you will find comprehensive guides in plain English for just about every-
thing you would need to know to tweak your system. Chose your operating system, XP(263+ pages), Vista
(388+ pages), or Windows7((586+ pages) and whether you want to pay $4.50 for the deluxe edition or 
choose the free standard edition. You can start with the free edition, and if it satisfies your needs, go no  
further, or pay a little extra to help the author and get the extra features explained on the site. He starts with 
basic computer terminology and builds from there. You’ll be amazed at the amount of information about your 
computer that can be retrieved by the various tools he suggests. You’ll learn about optimizing memory, bios 
optimization, backup and recovery, driver optimization, security, hard drive optimization, the control panel, 
startup programs, services that can be turned off, cleaning windows, the registry, the task manager, error 
messages, regular maintenance, and much, much more. I’ve use portions of the XP standard edition for my 
personal use, and couldn’t be happier.
