Is it necessary to install software to connect?
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Just 2 things are necessary on your computer to dial up to the internet:
1. An installed modem
2. A dial up networking shortcut to connect to your ISP

Windows comes with all the software necessary to connect your computer to the internet, in the form of Dial-Up
Networking. There are just six steps involved to get Dial-Up Networking to connect to an internet account. Here’s all
the information you need to get from your ISP (Internet Service Provider) before you can use Dial-Up Networking:
1. The dial-up LOCAL telephone number for your PC’'s modem to call
2. Your username and password.
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Web surfing: Once you have established your connection you simply open your browser (Internet Explorer) to
begin viewing web pages! Type an address

Email: can be either web based (MSN, Yahoo, AOL, etc.) or through an email client such as Outlook Express. Email
clients simply need to be configured so they know where to look on the internet for your ISP’'s mail servers. Then all
your email & address book will be stored on your local computer-not a remote web page.

To enter this info, open Outlook Express and go to Tools/ Accounts/ Add Mail.
